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A MIRACLE 
of huzur taajush shari’ah 

 

As we reached Faridpur (a village in India), Hazrat (Taajush Shar’iah) told us to stop the car as he 
needed to attend the call of nature and requested us to find a place that had water facilities. We 
intended to stop in many places - we found a residential area which had Masaajid and water facilities 
- hence we wished to stop. However Hazrat still told us to continue so we obliged. Whenever we 
desired to stop Hazrat declined and told us to continue.
